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FROM PASTOR LAILA

A couple weeks ago, the Cross of Peace fellowship committee met for the first time. We shared
stories and ideas for fun ways to invite others to connect and get to know one another. I'm
excited! The first event is scheduled for Friday, May 15 at 7pm. We're meeting at
Dangerfield's in Shakopee for dinner and conversation. It's like hang-out time for grownups.
(who said the confirmation students get to have all the fun?!?) Y'all come!

Community meals are one of my favorite things. Ever. 1 love to eat. Dinners out, lunches in,
family feasts, soup suppers. And, of course, the pot-luck. I love me a pot-luck. Last week, I
celebrated my recent ordination at the congregation where | grew up. They asked whether I'd
like to have a restaurant cater the event. | was shocked and horrified. Are you kidding? Y’all
cook! They wanted to do something special. What could be more special than a pot-luck? Like
I'm going to pass up an opportunity to have a plate or three loaded with Nancy Smith’s little
meatballs, the four or five variations on cheesy potatoes and ham, the myriad creamy casseroles
and those bar cookies made with mounds of sugar and chocolate and nuts and saltine crackers
and M&M'’s and sugar...

Yes, | love to eat. And | come from a long line of folks who loooove to eat together, gathering
around food. My mother is one of those people who can nose around in a seemingly bare
cupboard and whip up a gourmet feast. And if you happen to be around in the afternoon, you're
invited to stay for dinner. There is always enough. And there are a/ways leftovers. Even first-
time guests can't leave the house without an old sour-cream container full of food for life’s jour-
ney. You know, the one with the mis-matched lid...

We love to gather around food. But the best part about the pot-lucks and the family meals and
the soup suppers and dinner at Dangerfield's—the best part, the real nourishment comes from
the fellowship, the time we carve out to be together. To talk together. And the foods, as they
make our mouths happy and our tummies full, spark stories and shared memories which
strengthen the bonds between us and nourish our spirits. Conversation flows fluidly between
how things were, how we are now, and what we hope for the future.

Meals together--time to get to know each other better, to strengthen the bonds between us, to
hope together, to cry together, to laugh till our sides hurt. Time to catch-up with one another,
telling new stories. Time tell the old stories, the ones we hear over and over and over again.
Time to connect for the first time, and re-connect for the umpteenth. Time to re-member those
who have gone before us, to re-member where we came from, where we are going. Time to
remember what’s important to us, to remember who we are.

We spend time together, and we re-member. Perhaps this is a reflection of the fact that we
know in our hearts, intuitively and instinctively that Paul is right when he says in his letter to the
Ephesians that “We are members of one another.” (Ephesians, 4:25) We are members of one
another, called to live together, called to be the body of Christ in the world.

God has created us to live together, as members of one body. Recent research in neuroscience
even shows that God designed us to be members of one another! Research has shown that by
the age of 10 minutes, every normal infant is selectively attentive to human faces. And within
half an hour, every infant with normal vision is selectively attentive to the eyes in human faces.



When we’re half an hour old, we look for the most important information in the world in the eyes of
another person.

We know /nstinctively that we are made to be members of one another, but somewhere along the
line we begin to engage in a process of dismembering, of cutting others off or cutting ourselves off
from others. Somewhere along the line, we get scared. Scared that there won't be enough.
Scared that we won't be enough. We seek comfort in stuff and status, afraid that WE won't be
enough. We live in fear that we won’t be valuable to other people, that we will lose our connection.
Advertisers know this, which is why so many of them try to convince us in the 30-60 seconds they
are allotted that there is something wrong with us, something that makes us unworthy of the
attention and respect of other people, and then convince us that whatever they are selling will
restore our worth, will cause us to be looked upon as valid, valuable members of one another. Feed
your hunger, the advertisements say. Fill your own needs. Fill the hole inside you. And I've got
just the thing that will do it...

So we gather Stuff and Status, and more status and more stuff. We spend our time and energy
gathering stuff and status and status and stuff, cutting ourselves off from others in the process
when what we really need, and what we're really searching for, what we'’re really /onging for
instinctively and powerfully, is each other. What we really want is to belong, to be loved. To be
members of one another.

We ARE members of one another. God members us in our baptism. God members and
re-members us in the breaking of the bread, in the pouring of the wine. We may forget sometimes,
but in God’s perfect love...in the perfect love revealed to us in the life, death and resurrection of
Jesus Christ we are re-membered. God re-members us.

We are members of one another, and God re-members us again and again, to those who have gone
before us, those who sit beside us, and those who will come when we are long gone. God members
us in God’s on-going story of Salvation. God members us in the breaking of the bread. God
members us in the pouring of the wine. God members us with two simple words at the worship
table: “For you.” The body of Christ, given FOR YOU. The blood of Christ, shed FOR YOU.

When we come to the worship table, Jesus says, "Do this for the re-membrance of me." We
remember Jesus, we re-member who we are and whose we are, we re-member that we are
members of one another, reconciled to each other and to God through Jesus Christ.

And we don't leave the worship feast carrying a doggie bag or an old plastic container. We leave
the worship feast knowing that we are the ones being carried and cared for, by the grace of God,
with more than enough food for the journey—wherever that may take us. Thanks be to God!

| often times feel as though | have a restless spirit. | think it's natural, and that most people feel it at some
point in their lives. It's that feeling that we want to fly away, we want to experience something new or different.
Often times for us Minnesotans this feeling comes during the long winter months when we long for warm days
and a sandy beach. The Southwest Airlines commercials capture this feeling almost perfectly with their slogan,
“Wanna get away?” In their commercials the person wants to get away because they've done something
embarrassing, but in real life, why is it that we have this feeling of wanting to get away?

Are we like the people in the Airline commercial, running away from something we've done, or are we
running away from something we have no control over like weather that's 80 million degrees below zero? Or, are
we doing something quite different and not running away at all. | believe that my restless spirit comes most when
| fall into the monotony of a daily routine. | really believe that there are days when we just get bored with life, and
we want something new or different or adventurous to happen.

So, like Job learns (from the verse above), we also need to learn, to recognize the little things of our
same-old-daily-lives, as ‘wondrous works of God.” Everyday is new and different and adventurous. We just have
to recognize it. Wanting to know more, and see more, and do more, is a good thing! But we can't always fly
(or run) away. So when you feel your restless spirit coming on, do something new — “Stop and consider the
wondrous works of God.” (Job 37:14).

Notice the beauty of God'’s creation right here, in the sunset, or the fields and trees on your ride home
from school, or practice. Hear the songs that God plays for you daily — the sounds of birds chirping, the wind,
and even the sound of cars going by. Realize that God is there even in the smells of daily life. Smell Him in the
neighbor’s cut grass, or your mom’s chocolate chip cookies. Feel God's love through a friendly hug or pat on the
back. After all, God gave us ears to hear, eyes to see, hands to touch, and hearts to feel. God is always with
you, and that restless spirit of yours.
